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Video Wall Display Installation Guide

1. Connecting the control boxes

Before using the Remote Control the Serial Control Box (with the remote’s infrared sensor in it)
must be connected to all of the screens.

Serial Control Box to Screen Connection
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2. Tiling setup

Note: When using the Remote Control please ensure that it is no more than 20cm away from the
sensor on the Serial Control Box. This close proximity control feature is to ensure that you only
control the desired device if there are others in its vicinity.

Press “MENU” to enter Main Menu, press - to select the right sub-menu and M to select the
desired item, press “OK” to confirm selection. Press - where instructed to confirm section.
Press “menu” at any time to go back or exit.

Navigate to the “Function” sub-menu.
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If you want to use your screen as part of a video wall you must give values to the X and Y settings.
The following is an example of a 3x3 video wall:
